RESOLUTION NO. 54, SERIES OF 2008 
(Authorization to Participate in Drainage and Flood Control Improvements 

on Little Dry Creek from Lowell to Federal Boulevard) 
 
WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted, (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970 and 
Resolution No. 11, Series of 1973), expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore enacted 
floodplain zoning measures; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Westminster has enacted floodplain regulations; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Westminster cooperated in the preparation of "Little Dry Creek, Adams County Major 
Drainageway Planning Study" dated 1979; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Westminster has requested District participation in the design and construction of 
improvements along Little Dry Creek (Exhibit A); and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Westminster has estimated the project costs to be $200,000 ($100,000 each); and 
 
WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund Budget (Resolution No. 72, Series of 2007) for 
calendar year 2008, subsequent to public hearing which includes funds for design and construction of drainage 
and flood control in the City of Westminster.  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:  

1. The Executive Director is authorized to execute the necessary agreements with the City of 
Westminster for the design and construction of drainage and flood control improvements along 
Little Dry Creek. 

2. The Executive Director is authorized to enter into an agreement(s) with qualified engineers, 
qualified contractors, and others as necessary for the design and construction of drainage and 
flood control improvements on Little Dry Creek. 

3. The District’s maximum contribution to the Little Dry Creek project, without prior approval of 
the Board, shall be $100,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in the project fund, which 
contribution shall be at least matched by the City of Westminster. 

4. Such approval for expenditure of District funds is contingent upon the City of Westminster 
agreeing to regulate and control any defined floodplain in the Little Dry Creek project area in 
accordance with the National Flood Insurance Program Regulation as a minimum; agreeing to 
maintain the completed facilities in a manner acceptable to the District; granting the District 
access to the completed improvements at all times; and agreeing not to make any changes to the 
improvements without the District’s approval.

(Authorization of Executive Director to Execute an Easement  

on a Portion of Holly Dam Property) 
 
 

WHEREAS, Southgate Sanitation District (Southgate) has requested that the Urban Drainage and 
Flood Control District (District) grant them a permanent easement and a temporary construction 
easement on a portion of the District's Holly Dam property for their sanitary sewer improvement 
project; and 
 
WHEREAS, Southgate seeks to acquire a new easement in order to improve pipe alignments to 
enhance carrying capacity and to reduce sewer odor generation; and 
 
WHEREAS, Southgate has existing easements on the District's Holly Dam property which they use 
to provide sanitary sewer service to the surrounding community; and 
 
WHEREAS, Southgate will vacate the portions of an existing easement they will no longer need; and 
 
WHEREAS, the requested permanent easement is 72,004 square feet in area, the temporary 
construction easement is 20 feet on either side of the permanent easement and the existing easement 
to be vacated is depicted on the attached Easement Exhibit B-5 and described as 20’ Sanitary 
Easement Recorded At Book 1530 Page 357; and 
 
WHEREAS, the requested permanent easement is not located in the Holly Dam embankment or flood 
pool; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Board wishes to cooperate with Southgate in the joint use of a portion of the 
District's Holly Dam property for both flood control and sanitary sewer purposes. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT: 

The Executive Director is authorized to execute a Non-Exclusive Easement Agreement with 
Southgate for a permanent easement and a temporary construction easement and to accept the 
vacation of portions of a previous easement on the District's Holly Dam property.

Board of Directors Meeting

2008 and 2009 Budgets 

 
 

The August meeting is the first presentation of the 2009 budget.  Budgets to be considered 
include the following: 
 
General Fund 
Construction Fund 
Maintenance Fund 
South Platte River Fund 
Capital Project Fund (MGR) 
Capital Improvement Fund - South Platte River 
Flood Emergency Contingency Fund 
 
The passage of Amendment 1 (TABOR Amendment) in November 1992 imposed tax, spending, 
and revenue limitations on the District in addition to statutorial limits.  The TABOR tax 
limitation limits the mill levy to what it was in 1992 unless an increase is approved by the voters.  
This effectively limits the District to the following: 
 
General Fund, Construction Fund and Maintenance Fund 0.696 mill 
South Platte River Fund          0.084 mill 
Total        0.780 mill 
 
TABOR also limits increases in spending to inflation plus growth.  The limit for 2009 will 
probably be in the 4.5% to 5.5% range.  The change in property tax revenue is also subject to the 
same limitation of inflation plus growth.

The Budget Summary contains a description of each of the eight funds including major spending 
and revenue categories of the various funds.  The Financial Model summarizes each of the

budgets and checks the amount of increase for the property tax revenues and expenditures 
against the Tabor limitation.  The detailed budgets include actual revenues and expenditures for 
years 2003 through 2007, 2008 adopted budget, 2008 projected year-end revenues and 
expenditures, and a 2009 budget.  The primary revenue source of the District is the property tax. 
 
In addition to the TABOR limitation, the maximum allowable levy is also limited.  The 
maximum levies and present levies for each of the funds are as follows: 
 
     Max   Present 
Fund     Levy   Levy 
General Fund    0.100   .079 
Construction Fund   0.400   .227 
Maintenance Fund   0.400   .201 
South Platte River Fund  0.100   .061 
 
 
The Capital Projects Fund, Preservation Fund, Capital Improvement Fund - South Platte River 
and Flood Emergency Contingency Fund are not funded directly by property taxes, but are 
funded from one of the other funds and other sources.  These four funds are used only for the 
limited purposes for which they were established. 
 
The budgets will be presented and discussed at the August, September, October, and November 
Board meetings.  The budget needs to be adopted and the levy certified at the November Board 
meeting so the levy can be certified to the counties by December 15, 2008. 
 
If any board members would like to discuss the budget in more detail than provided at the 
regular meetings, individual briefings can be arranged or a special meeting can be scheduled if 
desired. 
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2008-2012 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program 
August 21, 2008 

 
 
 
The annual revision and updating process of the Five-Year Capital Improvement 
Program (CIP) is starting this month.  The current Five-Year CIP is for the period 2007 
through 2011, and the revised CIP will be for the period 2008 through 2012.  The 
proposed CIP will be sent to local governments for their input in September.  Final 
adoption of the 2008-2012 Five-Year CIP will be at the December Board meeting.

modifications, additions, or deletions with their staff.  The Five-Year CIP will be a 
discussion item for each Board meeting until it is adopted in December. 

 
 The proposed Five-Year CIP will be sent to all local governments and others for 

comment in September.  Input from local governments and others will be used to revise 
the proposed CIP to accommodate local priorities to the extent possible.
