4. Such approval for expenditure of District funds is contingent upon the City of Castle Pines North agreeing 
to regulate and control any defined floodplain in the Oak Hills Tributary at Horizon Trail project area in 
accordance with the National Flood Insurance Program Regulation as a minimum; agreeing to maintain the 
completed facilities in a manner acceptable to the District; granting the District access to the completed 
improvements at all times; and agreeing not to make any changes to the improvements without the 
District’s approval.
