WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970) and
reaffirmed (Resolution 11, Series of 1973) expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore
enacted floodplain zoning measures; and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora has enacted floodplain regulations; and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora and the District cooperated in the preparation of "Major Drainageway
Planning, Granby and Sable Drainageways Phase B: Preliminary Design™ dated March 1991; and

WHEREAS, the Board previously authorized (Resolution No. 35, Series of 2003; Resolution No. 23, Series of
2004; and Resolution No. 12, Series of 2005) $1,025,000 for design and construction of improvements along
Sable Drainageway, City of Aurora (Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora and the District now desire to construct improvements along Sable
Drainageway, City of Aurora; and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora has estimated the project costs to be $2,375,000 ($1,250,000 City of Aurora
and $1,125,000 District); and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted at a public hearing a Five-Year Capital Improvement Program
(Resolution No. 90, Series of 2007) in which the improvements along Sable Drainageway, City of Aurora
were included; and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund Budget for calendar year 2008, subsequent to
public hearing (Resolution No. 72, Series of 2007), which includes funds for construction of drainage and
flood control improvements along Sable Drainageway, City of Aurora.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
1. Resolution No. 12, Series of 2005, Paragraph 3 is further amended as follows:
"The District's maximum contribution to this project without prior approval of the Board shall be
$1,025;000 $1,125,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in the project fund, which
contribution shall be at least matched by the City of Aurora.”
2. All other conditions and authorizations remain as stated in Resolution No. 12, Series of 2005.

WHEREAS, the Board adopted Personnel Rules and Procedures in April 1977 which went into effect May
1977; and

WHEREAS, changes to the Personnel Rules and Procedures have periodically been made by the Board since
May 1977; and

WHEREAS, the Board appointed a Benefits Committee at their meeting on November 29, 2007; and

WHEREAS, Eric Marburger through Mountain States Employers Council prepared and presented to the
Benefits Committee at their meetings on March 20, April 17, and May 15, 2008, a Report on Survey of Pay
and Fringe Benefits and a proposed action plan; and

WHEREAS, included in the Marburger report, and supported by the Benefits Committee, was the
recommendation that the District modify its Education Assistance Plan to increase the maximum allowable
tuition and fees reimbursement per employee from $1,500 to $3,000 per calendar year and to add the benefit
of Bereavement Leave; and

WHEREAS, the Board now desires to revise the Personnel Rules and Procedures to reflect these changes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
1. The Board hereby revises Paragraph 9.1 of Chapter 6 of the Personnel Rules and Procedures to read as
follows:

9.1 Payment to an employee will be limited to tuition and fees to a maximum of $3,000 each
calendar year.

2. The Board hereby approves the addition of Paragraph 10 of Chapter 5 of the Personnel Rules and

Procedures as follows:

10. Bereavement Leave: The Executive Director may grant leave up to a maximum of five (5) days
per calendar year for bereavement of immediate family members. The following are considered
“immediate family members” for purposes of this Paragraph: spouse, parents and parent-in-law,
children and children-in-law, siblings, grandparents and grandchildren.

3. These revisions are effective July 1, 2008.

WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970) and reaffirmed
(Resolution 11, Series of 1973) expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore enacted floodplain
zoning measures; and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora has enacted floodplain regulations; and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora and the District cooperated in the preparation of "Irondale Gulch and DFA 0055
Stormwater Outfall Systems Plan Preliminary Design Report" dated May, 1990; and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora, acting by and through its utility enterprise, has requested District participation in the
design and construction of improvements along Bolling Drive Tributary at Tower (Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora has estimated the project costs to be $400,000 ($200,000 each); and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted at a public hearing a Five-Year Capital Improvement Program (Resolution No. 90,
Series of 2007) in which the improvements along Bolling Drive Tributary at Tower were included; and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund Budget for calendar year 2008, subsequent to public
hearing (Resolution No. 72, Series of 2007), which includes funds for design and construction of drainage and flood
control improvements along Bolling Drive Tributary at Tower.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

The Executive Director is authorized to execute the necessary agreements with the City of Aurora for the
design and construction of drainage and flood control improvements along the Bolling Drive Tributary at

The Executive Director is authorized to enter into an agreement(s) with qualified engineers, qualified
contractors, and others as necessary for the design and construction of drainage and flood control

The District’s maximum contribution to the Bolling Drive Tributary at Tower project, without prior
approval of the Board, shall be $200,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in the project fund,
which contribution shall be at least matched by the City of Aurora.

Such approval for expenditure of District funds is contingent upon the City of Aurora agreeing to regulate
and control any defined floodplain in the Bolling Drive Tributary project area in accordance with the
National Flood Insurance Program Regulation as a minimum; agreeing to maintain the completed facilities
in a manner acceptable to the District; granting the District access to the completed improvements at all
times; and agreeing not to make any changes to the improvements without the District’s approval.

(Adjustment of 2008 Automobile Reimbursement Rates)

WIIEREAS, the District does not own vehicles, but requires employees as a condition of employment to provide
the transportation needed by the employees to perform their duties; and

WHEREAS, because of the nature of the District's activities, it is required of project engineering and inspection
staff in particular and other staff as well to use their personal vehicles to travel daily throughout the Denver Metro region;
and

WHEREAS, no District-owned vehicles are available for staff use; and

WHEREAS, the policy of using employee vehicles saves the District the cost of owning, maintaining, storing and
managing eight or nine vehicles; and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of the District to reimburse employees an amount that reflects the actual cost to the
employees to drive their privately owned vehicles on District business; and

WHEREAS, the Board in Resolution No., Serics of 1982 directed that an annual review be made of both costs and
miles driven and that adjustments as appropriate be reconunended annually to the Board by February 1; and

WHEREAS, the Board in Resolution No. 12, Series of 2008 approved a reimbursement rate of 35 cents per mile
for the year 2008; and

WHEREAS, the District's present procedure is to reimburse employees monthly on a per mile basis that reflects
actual costs of operating privately owned vehicles on District business; and

WHEREAS, the Internal Revenue Service and Treasury Department have increased the optional standard mileage
rates for the final six months of 2008 from 50.5 cents to 58.5 cents in recognition of recent fuel price increases; and

WHEREAS, the District's annual review of current actual driving costs in the Denver metro area has been updated
and it was determined such costs are in the range of 63 cents per mile (see Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, the analysis of driving costs as of July 2008 results in the recommendation to establish the last six
months of 2008 reimbursement rate of cents per mile.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

District employees for the remainder of year 2008, effective July 1, 2008, shall be reimbursed for miles driven in

connection with District business on a monthly basis at a rate of cents per mile,
