WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970 and
Resolution 11, Series of 1973) expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore enacted
floodplain zoning measures; and

WHEREAS, the City of Centennial has enacted floodplain regulations; and

WHEREAS, the City of Centennial has assigned and transferred to Southeast Metro Stormwater Authority
(SEMSWA) its rights and obligations for the Piney Creek at Caley Avenue project; and

WHEREAS, Arapahoe County and the District cooperated in the preparation of a stream stabilization plan
entitled "Piney Creek and Tributaries™ dated October 1989; and

WHEREAS, the Board previously authorized (Resolution No. 40, Series of 2006, Resolution No. 57, Series of
2007, Resolution No. 69, Series of 2007, and Resolution No. 7, Series 2008) $650,000 for design and partially
funding construction of improvements along Piney Creek at Caley Avenue (Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, SEMSWA and the District now desire to construct improvements along Piney Creek at Caley
Avenue and design additional drop structures along Piney Creek; and

WHEREAS, SEMSWA has estimated the project costs to be $1,900,000 ($950,000 each); and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted at a public hearing a Five-Year Capital Improvement Program
(Resolution No. 71, Series of 2008) in which the improvements along Piney Creek at Caley Avenue were
included; and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund Budget for calendar year 2009, subsequent to
public hearing (Resolution No. 62, Series of 2008), which includes funds for construction of drainage and
flood control improvements along Piney Creek at Caley Avenue.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
1. Resolution No. 40, Series of 2006, Paragraph 3 is further amended as follows:
"The District's maximum contribution to this project without prior approval of the Board shall be
$6506,000 $950,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in the project fund, which
contribution shall be at least matched by SEMSWA."
2. All other conditions and authorizations remain as stated in Resolution No. 40, Series of 2006.

WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted, (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970 and
Resolution No. 11, Series of 1973), expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore enacted
floodplain zoning measures; and

WHEREAS, Douglas County has enacted floodplain regulations; and

WHEREAS, Douglas County and the District cooperated in the preparation of "Major Drainageway Planning,
Big Dry Creek (ARAPCO) and Tributaries” dated April 1998; and

WHEREAS, the Board previously authorized (Resolution No. 102, Series of 2007) $250,000 for design and
construction of improvements along Big Dry Creek in Highlands Ranch Metropolitan District (Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, Highlands Ranch Metropolitan District, through Douglas County, and the District now desire to
construct improvements along Big Dry Creek in Highlands Ranch; and

WHEREAS, Highlands Ranch Metropolitan District has estimated the project costs to be $600,000 ($300,000
each); and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted at a public hearing a Five-Year Capital Improvement Program
(Resolution No. 71, Series of 2008) in which the improvements along Big Dry Creek in Highlands Ranch were
included; and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund Budget, (Resolution No. 62, Series of 2008), for
calendar year 2009, subsequent to public hearing which includes funds for construction of drainage and flood
control improvements along Big Dry Creek in Highlands Ranch.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
1. Resolution No. 102, Series of 2007, Paragraph 3, is further amended as follows:
"The District's maximum contribution to this project without prior approval of the Board shall be
$256,000 $300,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in the project fund, which
contribution shall be at least matched by Highlands Ranch Metropolitan District.”
2. All other conditions and authorizations remain as stated in Resolution No. 102, Series of 2007.

WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970) and
reaffirmed (Resolution 11, Series of 1973) expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore
enacted floodplain zoning measures; and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora has enacted floodplain regulations; and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora and the District cooperated in the preparation of "Major Drainageway
Planning, Granby and Sable Drainageways Phase B: Preliminary Design™ dated March, 1991; and

WHEREAS, the Board previously authorized (Resolution No. 35, Series of 2003; Resolution No. 23, Series of
2004; Resolution No. 12, Series 2005; and Resolution No. 48, Series 2008) $1,125,000 for design and
construction of improvements along Sable Drainageway, City of Aurora (Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora and District now desire to construct improvements along Sable Drainageway,
City of Aurora; and

WHEREAS, the City of Aurora has estimated the project costs to be $3,975,000 ($2,050,000 City of Aurora
and $1,925,000 District); and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted at a public hearing a Five-Year Capital Improvement Program
(Resolution No. 71, Series of 2008) in which the improvements along Sable Drainageway, City of Aurora
were included; and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund Budget for calendar year 2009, subsequent to
public hearing (Resolution No. 62, Series of 2008), which includes funds for construction of drainage and
flood control improvements along Sable Drainageway, City of Aurora.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
1. Resolution No. 35, Series of 2003, Paragraph 3 is further amended as follows:
"The District's maximum contribution to this project without prior approval of the Board shall be
$1,125,000 $1,925,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in the project fund, which
contribution shall be at least matched by the City of Aurora.”
2. All other conditions and authorizations remain as stated in Resolution No. 35, Series of 2003.
