(Authorization to Participate in Drainage and Flood Control Improvements  

on Coal Creek Upstream of McCaslin Boulevard) 
 
WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970) and reaffirmed 
(Resolution 11, Series of 1973) expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore enacted floodplain 
zoning measures; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Town of Superior has enacted floodplain regulations; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Town of Superior and the District cooperated in the preparation of "Coal Creek (Through Town of 
Superior) Major Drainageway Planning Study" dated November 2006; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Town of Superior has requested District participation in the design and construction of improvements 
along Coal Creek upstream of McCaslin Boulevard (Exhibit A); and 
 
WHEREAS, the Town of Superior has estimated the initial project costs to be $200,000; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District's participation being authorized by this resolution is $100,000; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District has adopted at a public hearing a Five-Year Capital Improvement Program (Resolution No. 71, 
Series of 2008) in which the improvements along Coal Creek upstream of McCaslin Boulevard were included; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund Budget for calendar year 2009, subsequent to public 
hearing (Resolution No. 62, Series of 2008), which includes funds for design and construction of drainage and flood 
control improvements along Coal Creek upstream of McCaslin Boulevard. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:  

1. The Executive Director is authorized to execute the necessary agreements with the Town of Superior for the 
design and construction of drainage and flood control improvements along Coal Creek upstream of 
McCaslin Boulevard. 

2. The Executive Director is authorized to enter into an agreement(s) with qualified engineers, qualified 
contractors, and others as necessary for the design and construction of drainage and flood control 
improvements on Coal Creek upstream of McCaslin Boulevard. 

3. The District’s maximum contribution to the Coal Creek upstream of McCaslin Boulevard project, without 
prior approval of the Board, shall be $100,000  plus interest earned on monies deposited in the project 
fund, which contribution shall be at least matched by the Town of Superior. 

4. Such approval for expenditure of District funds is contingent upon the Town of Superior agreeing to 
regulate and control any defined floodplain in Coal Creek upstream of McCaslin Boulevard project area in 
accordance with the National Flood Insurance Program Regulation as a minimum; agreeing to maintain the 
completed facilities in a manner acceptable to the District; granting the District access to the completed 
improvements at all times; and agreeing not to make any changes to the improvements without the District’s 
approval.

RESOLUTION NO. 20, SERIES OF 2009 
(Additional Authorization to Participate in Drainage and Flood Control Improvements  

on Little Dry Creek from Lowell to Federal Boulevard, City of Westminster and Adams County) 
 
WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970) and 
reaffirmed (Resolution 11, Series of 1973) expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore 
enacted floodplain zoning measures; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Westminster and Adams County have enacted floodplain regulations; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Westminster and Adams County cooperated in the preparation of "Little Dry Creek, 
Adams County Major Drainageway Planning Study" dated 1979; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Board previously authorized (Resolution No. 54, Series of 2008) $ 100,000 for design and 
construction of improvements along Little Dry Creek (Exhibit A); and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Westminster, Adams County, and the District now desire to construct improvements 
along Little Dry Creek; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Westminster and Adams County have estimated the additional project costs to be 
$600,000; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District's additional participation being authorized by this resolution is $200,000; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District has adopted at a public hearing a Five-Year Capital Improvement Program 
(Resolution No. 71, Series of 2008) in which the improvements along  Little Dry Creek were included; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund Budget for calendar year 2009, subsequent to 
public hearing (Resolution No. 62, Series of 2008), which includes funds for construction of drainage and 
flood control improvements along Little Dry Creek. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:  

1. Resolution No. 54, Series of 2008, Paragraph 3 is further amended as follows: 
"The District's maximum contribution to this project without prior approval of the Board shall be 
$100,000 $300,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in the project fund, which 
contribution shall be at least matched by the City of Westminster and Adams County." 

2. All other conditions and authorizations remain as stated in Resolution No. 54, Series of 2008.

RESOLUTION NO. 21, SERIES OF 2009 
(Authorization to Participate in Acquisition of 3453 Simms Street on Lena Gulch, City of Wheat Ridge) 

 
 
WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted, (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970 and 
Resolution No. 11, Series of 1973), expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore enacted 
floodplain zoning measures; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Wheat Ridge has enacted floodplain regulations; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Wheat Ridge and the District cooperated in the preparation of "Lena Gulch (Lower) 
Major Drainageway Planning Study" dated November 2007, which identified certain flood-prone properties in 
the City of Wheat Ridge; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Wheat Ridge is currently negotiating with the owner of 3453 Simms Street (Exhibit 
A) for acquisition of that property; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Wheat Ridge has requested District participation in the acquisition of the property; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Wheat Ridge has also requested District participation in the demolition of the 
structures at 3388 Swadley Street, which was acquired in 2008 with District participation (Resolution No. 29, 
Series of 2008); and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Lakewood has requested that some of the funding in the Five-Year Capital 
Improvement Program for the North Dry Gulch project be reallocated from 2009 to 2010 and 2011 making 
funds available for other priority projects in 2009; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Wheat Ridge has estimated the acquisition costs to be $400,000; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District's participation being authorized by this resolution is $200,000; and 
 
WHEREAS, the property at 3453 Simms Street is anticipated to be important as part of future drainage and 
flood control improvements on Lena Gulch; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District has adopted at a public hearing a Five-Year Capital Improvement Program 
(Resolution No. 71, Series of 2008) which includes funds for acquisition of flood-prone properties within the 
District; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund Budget (Resolution No. 62, Series of 2008), for 
calendar year 2009, subsequent to public hearing which includes funds for acquisition. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:  

1. The Executive Director is authorized to execute the necessary agreements with the City of Wheat 
Ridge for the acquisition of 3453 Simms Street on Lena Gulch. 

2. The District’s maximum contribution to the acquisition of 3453 Simms Street, without prior 
approval of the Board, shall be $200,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in the project 
fund, which contribution shall be at least matched by the City of Wheat Ridge. 
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3. Such approval for expenditure of District funds is contingent upon the City of Wheat Ridge 

agreeing to regulate and control any defined floodplain in on Lena Gulch in accordance with the 
National Flood Insurance Program Regulation as a minimum; agreeing to maintain the completed 
facilities in a manner acceptable to the District; granting the District access to the completed 
improvements at all times; and agreeing not to make any changes to the improvements without 
the District’s approval.

WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted, (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970 and Resolution No. 
11, Series of 1973), expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore enacted floodplain zoning measures; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, Jefferson County has enacted floodplain regulations; and 
 
WHEREAS, Jefferson County and the District cooperated in the preparation of "Dutch Creek, Coon Creek, Lilley Gulch 
and Three Lakes Tributary, Major Drainageway Planning and Flood Hazard Area Delineation" dated December 2008; and 
 
WHEREAS, Jefferson County has requested District participation in the design and construction of improvements along 
North Branch of Coon Creek, downstream of Kipling (Exhibit A); and 
 
WHEREAS, Jefferson County has estimated the project costs to be $80,000; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District's participation being authorized by this resolution is $40,000; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District has adopted at a public hearing a Five-Year Capital Improvement Program (Resolution No. 71, 
Series of 2008) in which the improvements along North Branch of Coon Creek, downstream of Kipling were included; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund Budget for calendar year 2009, subsequent to public 
hearing (Resolution No. 62, Series of 2008), which includes funds for design and construction of drainage and flood 
control improvements along North Branch of Coon Creek, downstream of Kipling. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

2. The Executive Director is authorized to enter into an agreement(s) with qualified engineers, qualified 
contractors, and others as necessary for the design and construction of drainage and flood control 
improvements on North Branch of Coon Creek, downstream of Kipling. 

3. The District’s maximum contribution to the North Branch of Coon Creek, downstream of Kipling project, 
without prior approval of the Board, shall be $40,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in the 
project fund, which contribution shall be at least matched by Jefferson County. 

4. Such approval for expenditure of District funds is contingent upon Jefferson County agreeing to regulate 
and control any defined floodplain in North Branch of Coon Creek, downstream of Kipling project area in 
accordance with the National Flood Insurance Program Regulation as a minimum; agreeing to maintain the 
completed facilities in a manner acceptable to the District; granting the District access to the completed 
improvements at all times; and agreeing not to make any changes to the improvements without the District’s 
approval.
