RESOLUTION NO. 57, SERIES OF 2009
(Additional Authorization to Participate in Drainage and Flood Control Improvements
on Elmer’s Two Mile Creek in the City of Boulder)

WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted, (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970 and Resolution No.
11, Series of 1973), expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore enacted floodplain zoning measures;
and

WHEREAS, the City of Boulder has enacted floodplain regulations; and

WHEREAS, the City of Boulder, Boulder County and the District cooperated in the preparation of "Major Drainageway
Planning Boulder and Adjacent County Drainageways" dated November 1982; and

WHEREAS, the Board previously authorized (Resolution No. 20, Series of 2008, Resolution No. 38, Series of 2007, and
Resolution No. 100, Series of 2004) $1,600,000 for design, acquisition of right-of-way, and construction of improvements
along Elmer’s Two Mile Creek (Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, the City of Boulder and the District now desire to finish construction of improvements along Elmer’s Two
Mile Creek; and

WHEREAS, the City of Boulder has estimated the additional project costs to be $400,000 resulting in a revised total
project cost of $3,600,000; and

WHEREAS, this additional participation on Elmer’s Two Mile Creek was not specifically identified for 2009 in the
current Five-Year Capital Improvement Program; and

WHEREAS, a sufficient number of other projects in the current Five-Year Capital Improvement Program have not been
undertaken during 2009 with the result that funding within Construction Services of the Special Revenue Fund —
Construction Budget is available for this additional participation; and

WHEREAS, the District’s additional participation being authorized by this resolution is $200,000; and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted at a public hearing a Five-Year Capital Improvement Program (Resolution No. 71,
Series of 2008) in which improvements within the City of Boulder were included; and

WHEREAS, the District has adopted a Special Revenue Fund - Construction Budget, (Resolution No. 62, Series of 2008),
for calendar year 2009, subsequent to public hearing, which includes funds for construction of drainage and flood control
improvements within the City of Boulder.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
1. Resolution No. 100, Series of 2004, Paragraph 3, is further amended as follows:
"The District's maximum contribution to the EImer’s Two Mile Creek project without prior approval of the
Board shall be $1;6606,000 $1,800,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in the project fund, which
contribution shall be at least matched by the City of Boulder."
2. All other conditions and authorizations remain as stated in Resolution No. 100, Series of 2004.

(Additional Authorization for a Planning Study Update of Piney Creek)

WHEREAS, the District in a policy statement previously adopted (Resolution No. 14, Series of 1970 and Resolution No.
11, Series of 1973) expressed an intent to assist public bodies which have heretofore enacted floodplain zoning measures;
and

WHEREAS, Douglas County has enacted floodplain regulations; and

WHEREAS, the Board previously authorized participation with the Southeast Metro Stormwater Authority (SEMSWA)
and the City of Aurora in a study leading to a master plan for the Piney Creek watershed downstream of the
Arapahoe/Douglas County line (Resolution No. 46, Series of 2009); and

WHEREAS, the Board wishes to cooperate with Douglas County in the identification of solutions to stormwater drainage
and flood control management problems for Piney Creek upstream of the Arapahoe/Douglas County line (Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, the Board has previously established a Work Program for 2009 (Resolution No. 72, Series of 2008) which
includes master planning; and

WHEREAS, Douglas County has expressed a desire to also participate in the study leading to an outfall systems plan for
Piney Creek upstream of the Arapahoe/Douglas County Line and to fund the local share; and

WHEREAS, the additional cost of engineering and mapping services for master planning is estimated to be $50,000 for a
total project cost of $210,000 and is expected to be divided among participating entities as follows:

Planning Study

District $105,000
SEMSWA $ 44,000
Aurora $ 36,000
Douglas County $ 25,000
TOTAL $210,000

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

1. The Executive Director is authorized to execute an agreement with Douglas County to fund the required
engineering and mapping services for Piney Creek planning study.

2. Resolution No. 46, Series of 2009, Paragraph 3 is amended as follows:
“The expenditures for the consulting and mapping services are estimated at $160,000 $210,000 and the
District’s share of total costs shall not exceed $80,800 $105,000 plus interest earned on monies deposited in
the project fund which contribution for the planning portion of this project shall be matched by the City of
Aurora, Douglas County and SEMSWA.”

RESOLUTION NO. 63, SERIES OF 2009
(Additional Authorization to Update the Urban Storm Drainage Criteria Manual Volume 3)

WHEREAS, the District in 1993 originally published the Urban Storm Drainage Criteria Manual Volume 3:
Best Management Practices (hereinafter called VVolume 3) in response to the National Pollution Discharge
Elimination System (NPDES) permit application needs at that time; and

WHEREAS, the District in 1999 collaborated with local governments, hired a consulting engineer, made
major revisions, and republished Volume 3 in response to the changes to the NPDES permitting environment
and also to address advances in technology; and

WHEREAS, in the ten years since the last major revision to Volume 3, technological and philosophical
changes have occurred relating to stormwater management and stormwater quality, and also additional
NPDES permitting requirements have been instituted necessitating major revisions to Volume 3; and

WHEREAS, the Board previously authorized, (Resolution No. 75, Series of 2008) $200,000 to collaborate
with local governments, hire a consulting engineer, make the necessary major revisions, and republish
Volume 3 in 2010; and

WHEREAS, significant recent nationwide changes in NPDES construction site stormwater discharge permit
requirements make clear the immediate need for additional changes to the construction chapter in Volume 3;
and

WHEREAS, these additional changes for the Volume 3 construction chapter have been estimated to cost an
additional $42,000, which funds have already been authorized in the 2009 budget to support NPDES permit
application needs; and

WHEREAS, the Board recognizes that VVolume 3 is referenced worldwide for stormwater management
guidance and believes it is prudent to continue with the manual’s update.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
1. Resolution No. 75, Series of 2008, Paragraph 2, is amended as follows:
"The expenditure for the Volume 3 update shall not exceed $200,600 $242,000 without further
authorization from the Board."
2. All other conditions and authorizations remain as stated in Resolution No. 75, Series of 2008.

(Acceptance of Flood Hazard Area Delineation Report for Lone Tree
Creek, Windmill Creek, and Dove Creek)

WHEREAS, the Board has previously established a Work Program for 2007 (Resolution No. 3, Series of
2007) which included master planning and the delineation of flood hazard areas; and

WHEREAS, the Board has previously authorized the Executive Director to expend funds from the Flood
Hazard Area Delineation budget for the completion of flood hazard area delineation studies (Resolution
No. 8, Series of 2007); and

WHEREAS, the Executive Director has executed an agreement with ICON Engineering Inc for a master
planning and flood hazard area delineation study of Lone Tree Creek, Windmill Creek, and Dove Creek
(Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, a report "Flood Hazard Area Delineation, Lone Tree Creek, Windmill Creek and Dove
Creek” dated July, 2009 has been completed by ICON Engineering Inc.; and

WHEREAS, the Board has previously indicated its desire that the results of such studies be provided to
the local governments so as to assist such local governments in meeting the requirements of 24-65.1-101
etseq. C.R.S.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

1. The Board of Directors of the Urban Drainage and Flood Control District accepts the report
"Flood Hazard Area Delineation, Lone Tree Creek, Windmill Creek and Dove Creek” dated
July, 2009 and recommends its use as a guide in future planning related to the floodplains
contained therein.

2. The Board of Directors of the Urban Drainage and Flood Control District recommends that
Arapahoe County and Douglas County adopt the report and regulate the 100-year
floodplains defined in the report.

3. The Board of Directors of the Urban Drainage and Flood Control District submit the report
for designation and approval by the Colorado Water Conservation Board as stated in 37-60-
106(1)(c) C.R.S., as flood hazard areas, those areas described as being inundated by the 100-

year flood.
